Family Faith Formation empowers
families, to come together, deepen their
relationship with God, live and learn their
faith, share their faith stories, and strengthen
their relationships within their families. It is
an evangelizing vision for catechism that can
be implemented through a variety of ways.

By Virtue of their ministry of educating
parents are, through the witness of their
lives, the first heralds of the Gospel for
their children. Further-more by praying
with their children, by reading the word of
God with them and by introducing them
deeply through Christian initiation into
the Body of Christ - both the Eucharistic
and the ecclesial Body - they become fully

parents, in that they are be getters not
only of bodily life but also of the life that
through the spirits renewal flows from
the Cross and Resurrection of Christ. In
order that Christian parents may worthily
carry out their ministry of educating, the
Synod Fathers expressed the hope that a
suitable catechism for families would be
prepared, one that would be clear, brief
and easily assimilated by all. The Episcopal
conferences were warmly invited to
contribute to producing their catechism
(Familiaris Consortio, 39).

Reasons for desiring faith based education:

* Provides the opportunity to learn
more about one’s faith, helping to develop
a more meaningful relationship with God.

* Encourages spiritual growth and
encourages students to think critically and
independently.

In the bible, we see God’s good plan for
families. Through marriage he brings men
and women together to create brand new
families Genesis (2:23). He gives children
as a gift Psalm (127:3). And through Jesus
Christ, God makes a way, for all of us to
be part of his eternal family (1 John 3:1).
Hebrews 10:39 - ‘But we do not belong to
those who shrink back and are destroyed
but to those who have faith and are saved”
Mark 11:22-23 “Have faith in God”, Jesus
answered.

Impact of faith on modern families:

Parental religiosity particularly in times
of stress is often associated with numerous
positive family outcomes, including lower
parental stress, increased parenting,
satisfaction and greater marital harmony.

And children who attend the religious
activities with their parents are more likely
to experience higher levels of psychological
well-being throughout the adolescence,
with parents religiosity related inversely to
substance use and externalizing problems
among adolescents. According Mathew
chapter 17:20 verse “Truly I tell you, if you
have faith as small as a mustard seed, you
can say to this mountain move from here
to there, and it will move. Nothing will be
impossible for you.” Similarly in the Gospel
Mathew 14:29-30 says, “So peter got out of
the boat, started walking on the water, and
come toward Jesus. But when he noticed
the strong wind, he became frightened
and beginning to sink, he cried out, “Lord
save me”. Jesus immediately reached out his
hand and caught him saying to him “you of
little faith, why did you doubt?” Similarly in
Mathew, chapter 21 and verse 21 tells about
faith, where having faith we can move a
mountain and when we ask for in prayer
with faith, we will receive.

To conclude there are 10 ways to help
our families to grow in faith and they are
as follows:

1. Be a signpost: (Phil 4:8) Point your
family toward God.

2. Explore God’s story: “Live into it
together”.

3. Share your stories: Ask questions and
share your experiences.

4. Grow with Gods people: Community

5. Find your ‘Faithful Five’: Involvement
of at least five non-family adults.

6. Celebrated Milestones: Give a special
gift that commemorate the milestone.

7. Reach out: Be the hands and feet of Jesus

8. Take a rest: Recharge your batteries.
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9. Stay warm: Explore together any queries.

10. Fill your Toolbox: Learn best by
reading, listening or doing.

So if we have faith we can be strong
courageous and our families will be happy
and children of our modern families grow
in spiritual faith.
