Its pur-
pose is to help us deepen our knowledge of God 
the Father, to experience His boundless love, and 
to remain rooted in that love as His beloved chil-
dren.

When our faith is truly formed, our hope 
is strengthened. It is then that we become more 
aware of God’s presence, His plan for our lives, 
and His guiding providence. With this strong 
foundation, we are empowered to face life’s chal-
lenges, overcome difficulties, and resist evil with 
courage and conviction. Through catechism, we 
come to realize that we are never alone—God is 
with us, and He loves us.

As we begin this celebration, we now pro-
ceed with the Inaugural Rite. Kindly stand for 
the entrance hymn.

 (As the procession reaches the altar, the 
entrance hymn ends. The catechism children turn 
to face the congregation. The parents, catechism 
teachers, PPC Vice President, and PPC Secretary 
stand behind the children. The main celebrant 
takes position before the altar.)

4. Inaugural Rite (After the Entrance Hymn):
Commentator:
Please be seated.
As we begin the Catechism Year 2025–2026, 
with the theme “Faith Formed- Hope Filled,” 
we now symbolically inaugurate this new 
catechetical journey.
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a. Handing Over of the Bible and CCC to the 
Teachers
Commentator:

We now invite our Parish Priest to hand 
over the Holy Bible—our treasure of faith—and 
the Catechism of the Catholic Church, which 
contains the truths of our faith, our beliefs, the 
sacraments, commandments, and prayers, to the 
catechism teachers. By receiving these sacred 
books, the teachers accept the mission entrusted 
to them. They commit themselves to passing on 
the truths of our faith and instilling hope in the 
hearts of our children.
(The Parish Priest hands over the Bible and CCC 
to the teachers.)

b. Handing Over of Catechism Textbooks to 
Children
Commentator:

Throughout this year, our children will learn 
the catechism with deep enthusiasm, to grow in 
faith and hope. The Parish Priest will now hand 
over the Catechism textbooks to the students.
(The children receive their textbooks from the 
Parish Priest.)

c. Watering the Plant
Commentator:

The PPC Vice President, PPC Secretary, 
and the parents will now water the plant, which 
is the symbol of hope. This act symbolizes the 
essential role of both the family and the parish in 
nurturing the gift of hope in our children through 
catechism. Just as a plant grows and bears fruit 
when it is well-rooted and cared for, so too 
will the hope in our children grow stronger—
enabling them to face life’s challenges and bear 
witness to the Risen Christ.

d. Blessing by the Parish Priest
Commentator:

Now, all the catechism children will turn 
toward the altar. Behind each child, a teacher, 
parent, the PPC Vice President, or the Secretary 
will gently place a hand on their shoulder as a 
sign of support and guidance.

As the fi rst teacher of the parish, the Parish 
Priest will now invoke God’s blessing upon all.

twelve ordinary men, formed and trained them for three years through intimate 

association, observation, and obedience, and then sent them out, empowered by the Word, prayer, 
and the Holy Spirit, to make disciples. Jesus exemplifi ed the ultimate sacrifi cial leader, embracing 
humility and servanthood to save perishing humanity. He relinquished His divine glory, bore suff ering 
as a Teacher, Man, and Saviour, and demonstrated unparalleled love and commitment. His life and 
ministry set the standard for all teachers, especially the teachers of faith; Catechists, calling them to 
lead through self-sacrifi ce and service. Thus, His disciple-making model remains the cornerstone of 
God’s mission to transform the world.

1 The Unique Qualities of Jesus, A Great Teacher
Jesus possessed unique qualities that set Him apart as the greatest teacher in history. His students, 

particularly His 12 disciples, were far from perfect, often they were slow to understand, self-centered, 
and inexperienced apprentices rather than mere learners. Yet, Jesus demonstrated extraordinary 
patience and love, teaching them even in challenging and frustrating situations. He adapted His 
methods to their weaknesses and needs, embodying compassion, wisdom, and resilience. These 
qualities, combined with His unparalleled ability to connect deeply, communicate profoundly, and 
lead by example, made His teaching transformative. As highlighted in Gravissimum Educationis, 
true faith educators inspire and guide their learners toward wholeness and truth, a mission Jesus 
fulfi lled perfectly, leaving an eternal impact on humanity.

1.1 Jesus Knew His Students by Name
Jesus demonstrated a profound relationship with His disciples, knowing them personally by 

name and fostering a deep connection that enhanced His teaching. In the Gospel, we fi nd a detailed 
list of His twelve disciples, emphasizing His intentional selection and personal engagement with 
each (Mt. 10:1-4, Mk. 3:16-19). He not only knew their names but also their unique strengths and 
weaknesses, where He addresses Peter directly: “And I also say to you that you are Peter...” (Mt. 
16:18). This personalized approach refl ects the Church’s vision of catechesis, where educators are 
called to nurture an individual relationship with learners, respecting their unique dignity and role in 
God’s plan (John Paul II, Catechesi Tradendae, 5). Furthermore, General Directory for Catechesis 
highlights the importance of catechists knowing their learners personally to foster a more eff ective 
proclamation of the Gospel and spiritual growth (GDC, 156). This model of teaching, exemplifi ed 
by Jesus, underlines the relational and transformative nature of faith formation, where knowing and 
calling by name signifi es God’s intimate love and purpose for every individual.

1.2 Jesus Used Good Teaching Methods
Jesus exemplified a masterful approach to teaching, utilizing a wide array of methods tailored to 

the needs of His audience. His teaching was neither rigid nor bound to a singular approach; He was 
versatile, adapting His style from simple parables to profound theological truths, meeting His students 
where they were. This adaptability reflects the principles found in Ad Gentes, where the Church calls 
for missionaries to consider the cultural and personal context of their hearers in their evangelizing 
efforts (Ad Gentes, 11). Jesus’ method was never about grandstanding; He was deeply committed to 
the transformation of lives, demonstrating that teaching is not just about transmitting information but 
shaping hearts and minds. Catechesis must be a holistic process, combining knowledge with personal 
formation and action (CT, 18). Jesus recognized the importance of context adjusting His approach 
based on factors like the learner’s age, background, and capacity for understanding reflecting the 
guidelines for contextualized evangelization, that speaks to the lived experiences of the people (John 
Paul II, Redemptoris Missio, 52). A successful catechist, like Jesus, must consider these variables 
while remaining focused on the ultimate goal of transforming lives through the Gospel message, a 
task that challenges every teacher to blend pedagogy with pastoral care and spiritual guidance.

1.3 Jesus Taught with Passionate Creativity
Jesus was a remarkably creative teacher, employing passionate innovation to convey deep 

spiritual truths. His ability to use concrete images and everyday objects to illustrate abstract concepts 
made His teachings memorable and transformative. Jesus frequently used metaphors to communicate 
profound lessons, such as when He described His followers as ‘the salt of the earth’ and ‘the light 
of the world’ (Mt. 5:13-14). Through these familiar images, He captured the essence of Christian 
identity and mission. Similarly, in explaining the incomparable value of the Kingdom of God, He 
compared it to a hidden treasure in a field (Mt. 13:44). Such imagery made complex spiritual realities 
more accessible. Jesus also used everyday objects, like trees and mustard seeds, to illustrate the 
principles of faith and obedience. For instance, He compared a fruitful life to a tree that bears good 
fruit, (Mt. 12:33) and the Kingdom of God to a mustard seed, illustrating its small yet transformative 
power (Mt. 17:20). This approach is echoed in the Church’s vision of catechesis, which emphasizes 
the need to connect faith with daily life and to use contextually relevant methods to make the Gospel 
accessible (CT, 18). Finally, Jesus’ use of parables, like the story of the Prodigal Son and the Good 
Samaritan, demonstrated His ability to engage His listeners deeply, inviting them into an encounter 
with the truth of God’s love and mercy (RM, 46). This method of storytelling continues to serve as a 
model for catechists, encouraging them to make the teachings of the Church relatable and engaging, 
fostering a personal encounter with the message of salvation.

1.4 Jesus Taught with Authority
Jesus taught with an unparalleled authority, one that transcended the common practices of the 

time. While other Jewish teachers relied on the interpretations of revered rabbis to substantiate their 
teachings, Jesus spoke with an inherent authority that astonished His listeners. “All authority has been 
given to Me in heaven and on earth” (Mt. 28:18), affirming His divine commission and sovereignty. 
His authority was not derived from human sources or pre-established doctrines but from His direct 
communion with the Father, as He confirmed: “If you trust me, you are really trusting God who sent 
me” (Jn. 12:44-45). Unlike other rabbis who merely processed information, Jesus was a truth creator, 
speaking with the ultimate authority of God Himself. This model of authoritative teaching is echoed 
in the Church’s catechetical approach, which emphasizes the necessity of teaching with confidence 
and clarity, grounded in divine revelation.

A VOICE OF HOPE
Sayings of Pope Francis

•	 All of us have in 
ourselves something 
of the wounded man, 
something of the 
robber, something of 
the passers-by, and 
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Pope Leo XIV, born Robert 
Francis Prevost on September 
14, 1955, in Chicago, Illinois, is 
the 267th Bishop of Rome and 
the first Pope from the Order of 
Saint Augustine (O.S.A.). He 
is also the second Pope from 
the Americas, following Pope 
Francis, and the first from the 
United States.

He was raised in a culturally 
diverse family—his father of 
French and Italian descent, and 
his mother of Spanish heritage. 
Prevost entered the Augustinian 
novitiate in 1977 and professed 
his final vows in 1981. He 
studied mathematics and philosophy at Villanova 
University, and later pursued theological and 
canonical studies in Chicago and Rome, where 
he earned a doctorate in Canon Law from the 
Pontifical University of Saint Thomas Aquinas 
(Angelicum). 

Ordained a priest in 1982, he was soon sent to 
Peru, where he spent over a decade in missionary 
service. In Trujillo, he served as a parish priest, 
judicial vicar, seminary professor, and formation 
director, deeply engaging with the pastoral and 
educational needs of the local Church. 

In 1999, he was elected Provincial Prior of 
the Augustinians in Chicago, and in 2001, he 
was elected Prior General of the entire Order, 
serving two terms until 2013. Returning to 
Peru in 2014, he was appointed Apostolic 
Administrator of Chiclayo by Pope Francis, who 
later named him Bishop of Chiclayo in 2015. 
He also held important roles in the Peruvian 
Episcopal Conference, contributing to education 
and culture initiatives.

Recognizing his leadership, 
Pope Francis appointed him 
Prefect of the Dicastery for 
Bishops in January 2023, placing 
him at the heart of episcopal 
appointments worldwide. He was 
created Cardinal in September 
2023 and took part in the Synod 
on Synodality and various key 
Vatican dicasteries

On October 4, 2023, Pope 
Francis further entrusted him 
with significant responsibilities, 
appointing him as a member of 
the following dicasteries: 
  Dicastery for Evangelization 
(Section for First Evangelization 

and New Particular Churches
Dicastery for the Doctrine of the Faith
Dicastery for the Eastern Churches
Dicastery for the Clergy
Dicastery for Institutes of Consecrated Life 
and Societies of Apostolic Life
Dicastery for Culture and Education
Dicastery for Legislative Texts and the 
Pontifical Commission for the Vatican City 
State.
On February 6, 2025, he was promoted 

to the Order of Bishops, with the title of the 
Suburbicarian See of Albano. As a cardinal, he 
frequently represented the Holy Father at public 
events, including presiding over a Rosary for the 
Pope’s health in March 2025. 

Following the death of Pope Francis, 
Cardinal Prevost was elected as Pope Leo XIV, 
taking his name in continuity with the Church’s 
tradition and signaling a renewed commitment 
to missionary outreach, collegial leadership, and 
pastoral reform.

POPE LEO XIV
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Pope Leo XIV’s coat of arms beautifully 
reflects his deep Marian devotion and his 
lifelong Augustinian identity, blending 
symbols from both traditions into a 
meaningful heraldic expression of his papal 
ministry.

At the center of the papal insignia are the 
traditional elements:

The crossed keys of 
Saint Peter, symbolizing the 
authority of the papacy.

The episcopal mitre, 
representing his role as bishop 
and spiritual leader of the 
universal Church.

The shield itself is divided 
into two main fields:

Upper Left – Marian 
Symbolism

A silver fleur-de-lis set on 
a light blue background, a 
classic Marian emblem.

The blue evokes heaven 
and purity, while the lily represents the 
Blessed Virgin Mary, to whom Pope Leo 
XIV has a strong personal devotion.

Bottom Right – Augustinian Symbolism
 A red heart pierced by an arrow and 

topped with a flame, placed on a red book 
against an ivory background.

This image is the emblem of the Order 
of Saint Augustine, drawing from St. 
Augustine’s Confessions, where he writes: 
“You pierced my heart with your love” 
(Sagittaveras tu cor meum charitate tua).

The heart aflame symbolizes divine love 
and spiritual transformation.

The book signifies both the Word of God 
and the theological writings of Augustine 
that have illuminated Christian thought 
through the ages.

The ivory (white) background is a heraldic 
symbol of holiness and purity.

PAPAL MOTTO: In Illo Uno Unum
“In the One, we are one”
This motto is taken from 

a sermon by St. Augustine 
on Psalm 127, emphasizing 
Christian unity in Christ. 
It reflects Pope Leo XIV’s 
belief in the Church as a 
communion, where diversity 
is united through a common 
faith and love in Jesus Christ. 
The phrase expresses his 
vision for a synodal, united, 
and spiritually renewed 
Church, deeply rooted in 
Augustinian theology.

POPE LEO XIV EXPLAINS HIS 
CHOICE OF NAME:

“... I chose to take the name Leo 
XIV. There are different reasons for 
this, but mainly because Pope Leo 
XIII in his historic Encyclical Rerum 
Novarum addressed the social question 
in the context of the first great industrial 
revolution. In our own day, the Church 
offers to everyone the treasury of her 
social teaching in response to another 
industrial revolution and to developments 
in the field of artificial intelligence that 
pose new challenges for the defence of 
human dignity, justice and labour.”
